7. Committee Reports:
A. Mayor Stellartean Jones – 
· Reminder to Councilmembers to be looking for their packets this week in the mail from the Municipal Association. She advised the council as soon as they got the packet to fill out because she will make the appointment time on June 2nd. 
· The Christmas parade for Gray Court will be on Saturday December 6th, 2025. Santa has confirmed this date. Mayor Jones wants the committee to go ahead and start working on preparations for parade. Councilmember Brittany Hames will be over the Christmas committee.
· Gray Court ordinance and coding policy needs to be updated. The Town of Gray Court residents with multiple cars in the yard with no tag need to comply with the codes. Attorney Holmes will check the International Property Maintenance Code.
· Mayor and Administrator, Columbus M. Stephens had a meeting with Greenville Habitat for Humanity who was looking at the possibility of doing other partnerships and Gray Court is being considered. Once we provide them with property information, they will determine if The Town of Gray Court will be eligible for funding.

· A public hearing for the 2nd reading of the budget will be advertised to allow fifteen days’ notification.
· Disbursement of ARPA funds was discussed during the workshop on how to assist businesses downtown. It was concluded that $100,000.00 of ARPA funds should be used to develop a septic system that will benefit all downtown businesses. Contact has already been made with LCWSC and GMC to evaluate the entire downtown situation. Angie with LCWS was available to answer any questions from the Mayor and Councilmembers. Mr. Stephens spoke with Jeff Fields, and he will assist the town in any way possible.
·  Administrator, Columbus M. Stephens, thanked Marty Cook for helping and saving the town of Gray Court $1000.00. 


C. Public Works Maintenance – Supervisor Robert Byrd
· As of last Thursday, the Ballfield is under improvement. The rain has caused some delays waiting for the field to dry and more improvements will begin this Friday.

· LEC have installed Streetlights. 
· Mr. Byrd is working to get Mayor Jones a cost to move the bleachers at the Ball field.
